UPPER PANEL

Here is a picture of the upper panel that is mainly used for starting.
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How to Start

1. Pre-check procedure:
Cut all lights from the upper panel
Set Throttles to 0% in the console panel
Set Idle mode to the HP cock in the console panel
Ensure all generators are Open (OFF) in the upper panel
Ensure Power Starter is OFF in the upper panel
Set Parking Brake in the console panel
Set Battery (1) ON in upper panel


2. For each engine
Open LP cock lever in the console panel
Open HP cock lever in the console panel
Set Starter Power (2) ON in the upper panel
Set Engine Starter (3) in the ground position in the upper panel
Wait for Engine to start. Check the gauges in central panel
Set Engine Starter (3) in the IGN1 or IGN2 position
Cut Starter Power (2) 
Start associated Generator (4) 
Close the associated Bus Tie (5)
Check the corresponding light (6) indicator
Notes

The generators are normally controlled from the flight engineer panel.  Putting the control in the upper panel is just a compromise.

Gear Control

Gear control triggers an alarm when the following conditions are all true

· Flaps are not in the up position

· Any throttle lower than 15%

· Speed lower than 160

A continuous horn will sound until conditions are corrected

Take Off control

Take off control triggers an alarm when the following conditions are all true

Plane is on the ground

Any Throttle is above 75%

Flaps are not in the take off range [10°, 20°] or Trim not in range [20%,60%]

The horn will sound intermittently until condition are corrected

Fire control

Full fire control is provided.  You can trigger an engine fire by clicking on some areas of the central panel (I will let you discover those small areas).    Engaging the corresponding fire switch will stop the engine and extinguish the fire.

Parking Brake

Parking break is located on the console panel.  Emergency brake in the central panel is normally used only in special situations.   When activated, the emergency break will activate the normal break.

Door

For the PC user, the forward left door will open using the F10 key.  This is only an extra feature that is not connected with the aircraft logic.  So no warning and no locking feature exist to control the door from the panel..

Known bugs

The following problems have been found and no solutions are provided as I suspect they are coming from FLY II.  Please, don’t email me for them, as I have no solution yet

· Engine sound does not work for engine N°3 and N°4

· Hydraulic break pressure gauge does not work

· Hobbs meter does not work

· External lights are too small and not enough visible

· When using the E key for auto start up, there is a repeating clicking sound on upper panel until the start procedure is completed. This happen because a set of switches are common to the central and upper panel. But it’s still a bug.
